• Assist passengers with entering and exiting the vehicle, including those with mobility 

challenges. 

• Conduct daily vehicle safety checks and inspections prior to trips. 

• Maintain vehicle cleanliness, fuel levels, and report maintenance or mechanical issues 

promptly. 

• Operate vehicles responsibly and in compliance with traffic laws and SVDN policies. 

• Maintain confidentiality and demonstrate professionalism when working with children
